COMMITMENT ON TOURISM AND TRADE

To promote ecological and rural tourism, which is focussed on nature and on cultural values.

· To create a leisure zone in l’Algar for the enjoyment of the Callosa residents. To refurbish the campsite with wooden houses, promoting overnight visits and family tourism.

· To open a Museum of Agricultural Customs and Products next to the Water Museum.

· To promote rural tourism houses in the old town. To adapt the cottages for inland tourism. To establish a computer-based central reservation system in the Town Hall.

· To support commerce by putting an extra emphasis on clean streets, security, local-development association (ADL), Agent of Promotion of Commercial Initiatives (AFIC), centralizing promotion and market image and working together with the Associations of Business and Commerce.

· To modernize the Municipal Market in order to make it economically viable. 

· To launch campaigns to improve local commerce such as a Christmas Fair, Medieval Market, Lyric festival, Health day and Senior Citizens’ day

COMMITMENT ON PUBLIC EDUCATION

We resolutely back a public, democratic, secular and quality education in Valencian for the whole citizenry. Our commitment includes:

· To hand over grounds for the construction of the 3rd public school

· To create a Department for Municipal Education. To ensure that the Municipal School Council meets the real educational and local needs of the community

· To set up municipal canteens during June and September    

· To promote training modules of intermediate level in Gardening and Forestry

· To develop a Municipal welcome plan

· To set up summer schools

· To increase resources for the Adults Permanent School 

· To introduce courses in Information Technologies and Artistic activities

· To set up agreements with Universities and to provide grants for local research

COMMITMENT ON TOWN PLANNING AND INFRASTRUCTURES

The General Urban Development Plan (PGOU): the future of the town

· To increase Health Centre staff with the addition of a new paediatrician, a new ER doctor and an extra administrative position

· To promote programs of preventive and curative medicine (drug addictions, cigarette addiction, etc.)

· To increase the number of hours of specialist doctors' support (family planning, dental health and mental health).

· To bring Radiology and a laboratory to Callosa.

· To improve telephone support.

· To set up an emergency telephone.

· To improve the day centre and to include transport services.

· To increase Social Services staff.

COMMITMENT TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE LA MARINA BAIXA AREA

COMMITMENT ON TOWN’S GOVERNMENT RULES

1. Promotion of citizen’s participation. In the first term of office, the Bloc of Callosa approved an extremely thorough Regulation of Citizen’s Participation that we need to adapt to the new material and technological progresses in the 21st century

2. Communication and Information.  It is imperative not only to inform the people even more of what it is being done, but also to collect as many opinions before taking a decision.
3. Local 21 Agenda. During the last term of office, the Bloc of Callosa committed to this system derived from the Aalborg charter dealing with local development. We want to continue implementing this method of strategic planning.
4. Local finances bases. In the coming years, the economic weight of the local entities, both on expenses and incomes, must be augmented considerably until it gets to levels no less than 25% of the total of public administrations.
